CTE
students learn academic concepts in an applied instructional setting which prepares them for success and
enhanced earning potential in their chosen career fields. This instruction allows students to obtain industry
certifications and gain fundamental knowledge that facilitates smooth transition into postsecondary
education or the workforce.

An industry certification is a recognized third-party or governing board administered assessment,
examination or licensure that measures occupational competency and validates a knowledge base and
skills that shows mastery in a particular industry. Industry certifications are available for students in
grades 9-12.
