K-5 students will participate in live instruction
for 30-minutes daily that includes a math
fluency practice and skill-based lesson.

K-5 students will participate in a live 15-
minute science or social studies mini lesson on
Mondays and Thursdays.

2-5 students will participate in live instruction
for 45-minute daily that includes a 15-minute
whole group reading or writing mini lesson
and a 30-minute small group reading lesson.

*Specific times for live, teacher-led Zoom sessions will be communicated with families by the teacher (to include a Zoom time each day for Art,
Library, Music, or P.E).

**During the literacy, math and science/social studies blocks, the remaining minutes allow for students to complete independent learning
modules and take brain breaks.

e intervention or additional student services (Reading Specialist, ESL teacher, Guidance Counselor, Gifted Services teacher, etc.)
